Greetings all, can you believe another year has passed? There has been so much that has happened this year and in
reflection, all I can do is look at everything with a heart full of gratitude. I would like to share a few scriptures on
gratitude, and pray you will also find your heart full as well.

Here are 10 verses on gratitude, especially fitting for reflection at the end of the year. Each verse includes a short
discussion of its relevance to cultivating year-end thankfulness. Study and meditate on them for deeper revelation.

1. 1 Thessalonians 5:16—18 “Rejoice always, pray continually, give thanks in all circumstances...”

Discussion: As one year ends and another begins, this passage reminds believers that gratitude is not tied to
circumstances. Whether the year was joyful, difficult, or a mix of both, God’s will is that we cultivate a posture of
thanksgiving through every season.

2. Psalm 103:1-2 “Bless the Lord, O my soul... and forget not all His benefits.”
Discussion: Year-end reflection naturally involves remembering. This psalm urges believers not to overlook God’s
blessings—both big and small—through the past year.

3. Philippians 4:6—7 “Do not be anxious about anything... but in every situation, by prayer and petition, with
thanksgiving, present your requests to God.”

Discussion: As uncertainties about the coming year arise, this verse teaches that gratitude is a gateway to peace.
Thanksgiving reframes anxiety and aligns the heart with trust in God.

4. Colossians 3:15 “Let the peace of Christ rule in your hearts... And be thankful.”
Discussion: Peace and gratitude are intertwined. This verse emphasizes that gratitude is not merely a feeling but a
spiritual discipline flowing from Christ’s presence in our lives.

S. Psalm 118:24 “This is the day that the Lord has made; let us rejoice and be glad in it.”
Discussion: Each day—each moment—is a gift. As the year ends, this verse reorients the heart toward celebrating
God’s ongoing work, not just in grand events but in daily life.

6. James 1:17 “Every good and perfect gift is from above...”

Discussion: Reflecting on the year, this verse reminds Christians that every blessing—health, relationships,
provision, spiritual growth—comes from God’s hand.

7. Psalm 136:1 “Give thanks to the Lord, for He is good. His steadfast love endures forever.”

Discussion: This verse ties gratitude to God’s unchanging character. Even if the year brought challenges, His love
remains constant, forming a reliable foundation for thanksgiving.

8. Ephesians 5:20 “...always giving thanks to God the Father for everything, in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ.”
Discussion: The verse expands gratitude to “everything”—even the hidden blessings in hardships. At year’s end,
believers are called to see God’s hand in all things.

9. Psalm 9:1 “I will give thanks to the Lord with my whole heart; I will tell of all your wonderful deeds.”
Discussion: Wholehearted gratitude leads to testimony. This verse invites believers to share how God has shown
Himself throughout the year—encouraging others and building faith.



10. Lamentations 3:22-23 “Because of the Lord’s great love we are not consumed... His mercies never end; they
are new every morning.”

Discussion: A powerful verse for year-end reflection, it highlights God’s faithfulness despite our failings or the
year’s struggles. God’s mercy is always renewed, offering hope for the year ahead.
